No, your son/daughter and son-in-law/daughter-in-law needs to register
separately. In this case it will be two family registrations since age for kids
attending pujo with parents is less than 24.
My 21 year old son is in college and my 28 year old son is working- they will attend
pujo with their girlfriends. May | include them in my family registration?
Young adults in the family less than 25 can be included — above that age
they need to register separately.
